material benches, shelters, picnic
tables, and plaques shall be
made from.

provide you with brochures or
catalogs, which contain several
ideas for minimum 6’ benches,
small shelters and/or picnic
tables. ($500 to $3,500).

e Bronze Memorial Plaques are
mandatory if you plan to place a
placard at the donated site.
Placards are not mandatory. The
plaques are a good way to
express the reason for the
project, to which the project is
donated for, when the project
was established, and the name of
the donator(s). The placards
range in price and size from $140
to $315 and can be purchased
from Art Stone Monument in
Rock Island. Lettering is included
in the above price.

e We want your family or group
to receive the greatest benefit
from the longest  lasting
materials.

e The Bike Path is also our
Flood Control Protection so
maintaining the integrity of the
dike system is our priority.

Therefore, tree donations are no
longer allowed.

e We have mapped out several
locations that can be used for
various types of memorials.

e The Village of Milan must give
the final approval for any project.
